Critics of the University of
New Mexico’s proposal to ren-
ovate its baseball stadium say
the project’s $2 million appro-
priation should be returned to
the state and directed toward
more worthy projects.

UNM athletics is asking
regents to approve a $3 million

. renovation to its baseball park,

including field improvements,
900 permanent seats and new
team locker rooms. The project
would be funded by a $2 mil-
lion appropriation from for-
mer Gov. Bill Richardson and
another $1 million in private
donations.

The full Board of Regents is
expected to cast a final vote on
the project Monday . A regents
committee last week unani-

mously supported the baseball
renovation. *

are needed because the team .

hasrestricted access to its cur-
rent home at Isotopes Park. At
the professional park owned by
the city, the team isn’t allowed
to practice, games face frequent
scheduling conflicts and the
team loses some “home field
advantage” playing for fewer
than 1,000 fans in a 12,000-seat
stadium, according to athletics
officials.
